The Food and Agriculture Organisation of the United Nations
has released a report entitled: "What works at home?
Improving complementary feeding based on locally available
foods - Learning from caregivers through Trials of Improved
Practices in Kasungu and Mzimba districts of Malawi".

The objective of the study was to identify feasible, culturally
acceptable, and effective strategies to improve child feeding
practices using locally available food.

The report provides an overview of the dietary
improvements that could be achieved using locally available
foods for complementary feeding, discusses some
constraints and provides recommendations on how to
strengthen food production, agricultural extension and
dietary counseling for better young child and family
nutrition.

A new bill has been introduced in the US House of
Representatives to authorize a comprehensive, strategic
approach for United States foreign assistance to developing
countries to reduce global poverty and hunger; achieve food
security and improved nutrition; promote inclusive,
sustainable agricultural-led economic growth; improve
nutritional outcomes, especially for women and children;
and build resilience among vulnerable populations.

The Agriculture and Food Research Initiative (AFRI) is
charged with funding research, education, and extension
grants and integrated research, extension, and education
grants that address key problems of national, regional, and
multi-state importance in sustaining all components of
agriculture, including farm efficiency and profitability,
ranching, renewable energy, forestry (both urban and
agroforestry), aquaculture, rural communities and
entrepreneurship, human nutrition, food safety,
biotechnology, and conventional breeding.

AFRI Grants shall be awarded to address priorities in United
States agriculture in the following areas:

« Plant health and production and plant products;

« Animal health and production and animal products;
» Food safety, nutrition, and health;

« Bioenergy, natural resources, and environment;
